First Kickers / Fun Football 

Details of cancellation will be posted on the website and facebook page as follows; 

If Auckland Council have closed the grounds, or restricted the number of hours play, we will advise 

on the website once known. 

If the fields are deemed Open by Council, HBC review the field / weather forecast and will advised if 

cancelled by 7.30pm on the Friday night if field conditions (not whether forecast) dictate. 

We will review again by 7.15am on the Saturday morning and if cancelled, we will notify via the Club 

APP and also post on www.hbcafc.org.nz and the facebook page by 7.30am latest. 

It is our intention to play as much as possible.  It is your choice as a parent whether to send your 

child out in the rain and cold, however as a matter of courtesy please do let the coach know if you 

are unable to make it. 
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
